Grant Agreement

1. 
Transparency Serbia (TS) has requested financial support from the Partnership for Transparency Fund (PTF) for its proposal “Support to Advocacy and Legal Advice Centre in Serbia: Advocacy for Public Procurement Access to Serbian citizens”.  The goal of the project is increased transparency and reduction of irregularities in tender procedures in Serbia.  
2.
TS has submitted the attached Project Proposal, dated 30 April, 2009.  TS and PTF have reached agreement on a Revised Log Frame and a Revised Performance Monitoring Framework.  TS and PTF have also exchanged a number of emails concerning the project. 
3.
On the basis of this information, included in Annexes to this Agreement, PTF has approved a grant of US$ 31,000 to be disbursed in 4 tranches of $10,000, $10,000, $6,000, and $5,000 for the purposes noted in the attached documents.  The uses of the PTF funds will be for the purposes listed in the attached Project Proposal.  
4.
The PTF grant will be made available to TS on the following conditions:

(a) The grant will be used only for the purposes described in the attached Project Proposal and Annexes.  Any material changes in the use of project funds or project design shall be made only with the agreement of the PTF.

(b) TS will make brief quarterly reports, as described in its Proposal.  These reports will describe the implementation of the project and will also include pertinent documents such as the Advocacy Strategy. 
(c) Should the project not proceed to the point of delivery of the Advocacy Strategy documents (Point 6.2 below), the first tranche shall be returned by TS to PTF.

(d) Upon project completion, a detailed final report will be submitted to PTF within two months. The final report will summarise the implementation of the project and its outcomes, and will assess its impact on reducing corruption in Serbia, its likely sustainability, and the lessons learned.
(e) Following project completion, the PTF may make its own independent ex post evaluation of the implementation, outcome and impact of the project.  TS will furnish the person appointed to undertake this task all possible assistance and access to all relevant documents.

(f) TS will post this agreement, the Project Proposal, the final project report, and the statement of expenditures on its Website.

TS will be responsible for securing all necessary government approvals of the grant, if any, and any necessary government filings.  TS will be responsible for paying any tax liability arising from the grant.

6.
PTF will disburse:

1. the first tranche of $10,000
· on the signature of this grant agreement;

2. the second tranche of $10,000 on receipt of:

· all quarterly narrative reports to this point of disbursement, satisfactory to PTF; and
· a copy in English of the Advocacy Strategy Summary; and

· a copy in English and brief descriptions of the advocacy interventions agreed to be undertaken as a result of the Advocacy Strategy Process;
3. the third tranche of $6,000 on receipt of:

· all quarterly narrative reports to this point of disbursement, satisfactory to PTF; and

· a copy in English and brief descriptions of the revised advocacy interventions to be undertaken as a result of the Advocacy Strategy Review;

4.   the fourth tranche of $5,000 on receipt of 

· the project’s final report, satisfactory to PTF.

The duration of this project shall be for one year following the signature of the grant agreement by PTF.
