Report of EC – incentive for more efficient fight against corruption
Newest report of European Commission brings great significance to more efficient fight against corruption, which can represent significant incentive for work of state organs in years to come. Especially important is the fact that EC directs its attention to accomplishing of results and not only to adoption of proper legislation.

As in previous occasions, evaluations of EC on performance of state organs are mostly milder than evaluations of domestic monitors, including TS. However, that should be understood as providing opportunity to correct omissions from previous years, and not as a signal of long term tolerance towards them. 

On the basis of the reports, it is obvious that great significance is given to coordination and cooperation in fight against corruption, that should, according to Transparency – Serbia, have to be formally organized, not to initiate undertaking of investigative organs’ authorities by political structures, accomplishing of results in control of financing of political parties and election campaigns, as well as reports on public officials’ property, proactive investigations on corruption, conducting procedures and finalizing of high level corruption affairs in courts. 
It is equally important that EC emphasizes significance of media ownership transparency and influence on media, parliamentary supervision of Government, strengthening status and respecting decisions and recommendations of independent anticorruption organs, public debates in the process of documents’ drafting, criteria for employment and promotion in public services, transparency of appointing and accountability in judiciary, corruption obstacles in business and preventing corruption in spending public assets and especially through public procurements. 
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
